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Curriculum Statement for Science at 
Crazies Hill CE Primary School

Intent 

At Crazies Hill CE Primary School, we develop the children’s natural curiosity through exciting and engaging science lessons. The children deepen their knowledge and understanding of scientific themes through dialogue, collaboration, exploration and investigation work. They think scientifically by carrying out investigations, drawing conclusions, evaluating their findings and refining their ideas. 


Implementation 

The school follows a rich and varied science curriculum with opportunities to classify, research, compare, pattern seek and to make observations over time. 


Early Years 

In EYFS science forms part of the everyday lives of our pupils. During typical activities, children build up an understanding of the world around them and how it works through hands-on experiences e.g. by working in the sand and water trays.

Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2

In Key Stages 1 and 2, children cover units of work that provide a deeper knowledge and understanding of the world around them. Units of work include Animals and Humans, Electricity, Forces, Earth and Space. 

We use our outdoor environment to help deliver lessons where appropriate. We provide many opportunities for practical lessons and the children are exposed to a wide variety of themes that support their natural curiosity. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Our curriculum aims to broaden the children’s scientific view of the world around them whilst promoting a love of enquiry, nurturing a desire to investigate new things and developing a broad knowledge base. The children explore the contributions that a range of significant scientists have made to research and development. ‘Working scientifically’ is a strand that is taught through every scientific programme of study. This provides a clear and structured progression of skills. Pupils encouraged to read, spell, understand and use scientific vocabulary including both Tier 2 and Tier 3 vocabulary in their written work and discussions.

Impact 

The pupils leave Crazies Hill equipped with the scientific knowledge and scientific skills to begin secondary school science with confidence.


Each of our school values can be seen through the teaching of science:
· The children become more resilient as they plan investigations to follow lines of enquiry and create alternative questions to explore unexpected outcomes.
· The children build relationships by working collaboratively through research and investigation activities. 
· Respect is cultivated through studying, appreciating and respecting the work of significant scientists. 



Assessment 


Assessments of the children’s knowledge and understanding are ongoing throughout the year; these include observations, discussions and written outcomes. Low-stakes tests and end of unit quizzes help to reinforce previous learning and to firmly embed the knowledge in the children’s long term memories.

A summative assessment of whether a child is working at age related expectations plus their attitude to learning Science is reported to parents/carers in the written annual report. 
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
